The State wishes you a safe 2010 season, along with the financial rewards safe operation assures.

Please read this Announcement carefully since it addresses several important documentation and safety
issues. Owners may download and print all the forms they need to apply for regisiration of their rides, by
visiting the Amusement Rides Page of the RI Buiilding Code Commission website:

www.ribce.ri.govfamusement
Annual Application for Ride Registration and Permit; Required Documentation:

This year no Inspection or Application Forms were added or revised. Nonetheless, please use ONLY the latest
revision of each form.

Once the Annual Inspections, None Destructive Testing, and Bulletin Compliance work, as applicable, are
completed, Owners who wish fo operate in the State Rhode Island during the upcoming 2010 season must
immediately submit {o the State the following documents:

1. Completed Annual Permit Application Forms, SBC-34.1-1 & 2.

2. Completed Annual Inspection Affidavits (SBC-34.1-10).

3. Completed NDT reports (SBC-34.1-12), as applicable. Please Note that the Annual Inspection of

Carnival Rides must be performed on the disassembled ride.

Completed Bulletin  Compliance Documentation (SBC-34.1-18), for each ride/device whose

manufacturer has issued a Safely Alert or & Service Bulletin during the off-season. The Bulistin

Compliance Documentation shall specify the action taken, the individual(s) who performed the work,

and shail have inciude supporting documentation, as further explained later herein.

An Operator training Affidavit (SBC-34.1-13) for each Operator.

A Current liability Insurance Certificate in the amount specified by the Amusement Ride Safety Act.

A check for the total amount of the annual rides’ registration fee ($ 50.00 per mechanical ride,

including shides 20" and higher).

The latest update of the Lock-Out/Tag-Out Plan/Program.

In particular, a Bulletin Compiliance Documentation of the Chance Bulletin Number B407CRM115-0,

dated April 3, 2008 is required fo be submitied by all Pharaoh’s Fury owners (as it was not submitted

in 2009). in this Bulletin, Chance instructed Pharach’s Fury owners to perform the following important

work within sixty days of the Bulletin date (i.e. by June 3, 2008):

» Remove and discard all lap bar cap-screws and split lock washers from both ends of lap bar
mount.

Remove all lap bar mounts from the sockets and thoroughly ciean the internal threads.
Thoroughly inspect the internal threads (after cleaning them) in both ends of each lap bar mount.
Look for corrosion, siripped threads, wear, or other damage. If any damage is observed in any
lap bar thread, contact the Customer Service Department at Chance at once to order
replacement lap bars as needed.

+ in the absence of damage in any lap bar mount internal threads, coat the threads on the new
cap-screws with anti-seize compound, then,

» Install the lap bar mounts using the new cap-screws and locking washer sets.

Regardless of whether the above work was completed last year, or upon its completion this year,

please forward the state the proper Bulletin Compliance Documentation of this work, along with

cepies of bills of sale and any applicabie supporting documentation.

10. Bills of sale of ali Chance carnival rides’ annual replacement bolts and nuts, for bolts and nuis
assembled/disassembled at each set-up, according to the Chance ride’s Field Inspection and Test
Guide.

11. Bills of sale of all Chance rides’ permanently assembied bolts and nuts, required to be replaced every
five years in both Carnival and Park models, according to the Chance ride’s Field Inspection and Test
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Guide,

12. The Bill of sale of the Wisdom Gravifron 7/8” diameter, 8" long table/alignment bolts, required to be
replaced annually by the Wisdom Bulletin dated June 1, 2004 (P 2, item 7).

13. Please contact ride manufacturers fo obtain all necessary welding specifications for the rides you
intend fo register and operate. No weld or base metal repairs may be done without approved
specifications from the manufacturer. Therefore it is in Owners’ interest to obtain such information
ahead of fime to avoid permit and operation delays. Please follow due diligence by obtaining the
information based on experience with past problems. Following are the minimum specifications
required;

a) Welding Process, b} Electrode specification, and ¢} Welding procedure, including any required
preparation as well as any required testing (e.g. Mag Particle Inspection).

14. The season’s itinerary.

Rides Newly introduced into the State of Ri:

In order o be able to meet the requirements of Section 23-34.1-5-(3) of the Act, if an Owner introduces any ride
for the first time in Rhode Island, be it in his/her first event of the season or at any event thereafter during the
season, hefshe must nofify the state in writing, attach a copy of the ride's Inspection, Operation and
Maintenance Manual, along with the ride's Annual Inspection Affidavit, None Destructive Testing Report (NDT),
and Bulletin(s) Compliance Documentation{s), as applicable, at least two weeks before the newly introduced
ride is to be operated for the first time in the state. Rides being newly introduced into Rhode Island that are
set-up in any event without the two week notification and submission of the aforementioned manuals and
documentation will not receive a permif. No exceptions whatsocever witl be made. Please note that Act
Section 23-34.1-7 (b) allowing a ride to operate until it can be inspected by the State of Rl applies only to rides
that were already “permitted” in Rl in the current season (i.e. rides that are already in the State of RI database,
already have a Rl Tag, and have already received the Rl Annual Permit Sticker for the current season). Newly
introduced rides must first satisfy redistration reguirements, be added to the RI database, acguire a Rl
database “SBC” number _get a Rl Tag affixed to it, and receive a Rl Annual Permit Sticker for the current
season, before the above Act Section may be applicable to it.

Off-Season Maintenance Inspection, NDT, and Annual inspection:

1. Cracks and corrosion are prime concerns that must be sought, detected and properly addressed in all
rides. Cracks and corrosion, either in parent metal or in weld metal, must be sought through thorough
visual inspection, using fools such as magnified glass and wire brush, as well as through tell-tale
evidence. Once discovered, cracks, corrosion and wear must be propetly and promptily addressed,
either through brushing to shiny metal and painting (in case of corrosion), welding repair (in case of
cracking of weld andfor parent metal), or part replacement (in case of wear beyond Manual
tolerances). The last chance to address metal wear, cracks, and corrosion before the season starts is
during the annual Ride-Down inspection. Please work with the Annual Inspector to identify and
properly address all defects in parent metal and welded connections as needed. All replacement
paris must be purchased from the Manufacturer or from the Manufacturer's approved supplier.

2. The Siate of Rl requires all ride components to undergo thorough visual inspection at least once a
year by the Annual Inspector. Particularly during Annual Inspection, No part of the ride is allowed to
remain hidden or covered in any way that would make thorough visual inspection by the Annual
Inspector difficuit or impossible. In the cases of rides having hidden components (e.g. sieel
components wrapped in fiberglass, such as in the case of the Wisdom Gravitron), the Owner is
obligated to satisfy the requirement of thorough visual inspection either by removal of elements that
cover the hidden components, or by an appropriate Manufacturer approved NDT procedure. if an
NDT inspection of hidden parts is conducted, the NDT report documenting the soundness of the
hidden parts must be available for inspection by the Annual Inspector (i.e. must be kept in the ride
file).

3. Needless io state that all None-Destructive Testing (NDT) must always be scheduled ahead of the
Annual Inspection. When the Annual Inspector does his/her inspection, hefshe must be able to check
all NDT in the ride file, including NDT required by Bulletins, as well as NDT to ensure the soundness
of permanently hidden sieel.

Post-Accident Inspections:

Subsequent to receiving the State Annual Permit Sticker, if any ride/device suffers an accidental impact or
shock, such as (but not limited to), during transportation (on the road), or during set-up/tear-down (on site), the
owner must immediately conduct a Preliminary Post-Accident Inspection of the ride and report the accident to
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this office. In such an event, depending on the nature and severity of the accident, the Building Commissioner
may, at his own discrefion, revoke the ride’s Annual inspection/Permit, notify the Owner of such revocation,
and order a Post-Accident Inspection to be performed by a Rhode Island Approved Annual Inspector. Once an
Owner receives a notification of the ride's Permit revocation, hefshe is required to remove the current Permit
sticker from the ride tag until the ride passes the Post-Accident Inspection.

The Post-Accident Inspection is essentially identical in scope o the Annual Inspection. Following the Post
Accident [nspection, the annual Inspector shall notify the owner with the required corrective action, if any. The
owner shall impiement the required corrective action, if any, and file all bills of sale in the Ride File Jacket. iIn
the completed Post-Accident Inspection Affidavit, the annual inspector must confirm that any required
corrective action was satisfactorily impiemented by the Owner and that any reguired weld repairs were made
(in kind) by welders certified to conduct the original welding process and procedure, as verifiable from bili(s} of
sale filed in the Ride File Jacket. Once the Post-Accident Inspection is received and approved by the State, the
State Inspector shall re-affix a new permit sticker on the ride indicating that, once again, it has a valid/current
permit.

ASTM Standards:

Please make sure fo have on hand a copy of the current ASTM F-24 Standards, 2009 Edition. If you do not
already have the current ASTM Amusement Rides Standards book, you may purchase it by calling ASTM at 1-
610-832-9585. The State of R{ requires all owners to design all their operational programs, such as their
maintenance, inspections and operator fraining to satisfy the current requirements of the relevant ASTM F-24
Standards.

Midway Layout, Access/Egress and Emergency Planning:

1. The Owner/Operator must plan the Site Lay-out to ensure free, unobshiucted accessfegress
pathways, including during any possible emergency evacuation.

2. Individual Ride Access Control shall be mainiained by the use of ASTM approved 42"/4" fence
sections, including an individual entrance and exit gates, arcund each ride.  Any "grandfather” rights
& ride may have because it was manufactured before the ASTM standards went info effect, would not
apply to its fence sections. As an example, the Venture "Cobra” fence sections, through which a child
could easily pass, is not allowed to be used for access conirol anywhere on the midway,

3. Al areas where access is prohibited fo the general public (e.g. the generator, circuit breaker boxes,
etc), must be surrounded by an ASTM approved 24"/4” fence sections.

4. In planning ride locations, please strictly comply with the minimum ride separation distances dictated
by the Rl Amusement Ride Act. Namely, a 12° separation distance is required between (moving paris
ofy Major rides, or between (moving parts of) a Major ride and a Kiddie ride, and 6 separation
distance is required between any two Kiddie rides.

5. Itis recommended to have an appropriately equipped and manned first aid booth, at 2 mid point of the
Midway. Having personnel on site who are licensed in CPR is also recommended.

Inteqrity of Electric Systems:

Compliance with the 2008 Edition of the National Electric Code (NEC) is required in Amusement Parks.
Compliznce with Section 525 of the 2008 Edition of the NEC Is required in carnival set-ups.

Contents and function of a Lock-Out/Tag-Out Program:

A Lock-Out/Tag-Out program commits the amusement company o putting in place a combination of accident
prevention measures/mechanisms. The said accident prevention measures must have sufficlent redundancy
such that forgetting to implement one measure would not solely and by itself undermine safsty.

By signing the Electric Inspection Approval Form, the Electriic Inspector, representing the Authority Having
Jurisdiction (AHJ) gives the ownerfoperator permission to let power flow o the rides, after proper notification
and consent of all parties working on each ride. Until that moment, the generator and circuit breaker boxes
must remain locked and a tag aftached indicating "please do not remove locks”. The “power unlock” phase
must only be started by the combined knowiedge and consent of the owner’s representative on site, as well as
of all individuals working on sefup, teardown, maintenance or inspection. Such knowledge and consent must
be evidenced by removal of each individual lock, and documented by having the parly sign-off or initial in the
appropriate space "lock removed by ..", next to his/her previous "lock installed by ..” entry on a sign-off shest.
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In the special cases where power is needed to expedite the assembly of a ride, such as in the case of a Ferris
wheel, the permission to deliver power o a ride may only be given by the Owner's Master Eleckician who
submitted the application to install the temporary wiring to the AHJ, or by his authorized representative on site.
The Master Electrician then becomes directly responsible for the safety of personnel working on the ride(s)
before the local electrical inspector. In all cases, the permission to turn on power may be granted only after
obtaining sign offs from all parties working on the ride (as indicated by initials on a sign-off sheef). At this point,
all parties may remove their locks from the equipment delivering power to the ride{s) requiring power to help
assemble.

Fasteners, Proper Installation Guidelines:

Pins:
1. If circular pin holes become deformed into an egg shape or sustain any damage, please
contact the manufacturer to obfain guidance on, and implement, appropriate corrective action.
2. Please instruct employees responsible for set-up to refrain from hammering pins in place.

Tools like crow bars as well as all other sef-up equipment purchased with the ride must be
used to align pins and pin holes, whereupon the pins are to be tapped in place.

3. All Retainers, Safety Keys, R-pins, etc, shall have the correct size, and shall be fairly new and
free from corrosion, wear, and other damage.

Bolted Connections:

Bolted connections must be tightened according to the manufacturer provided exact specifications. If the
tightening specifications (forgue specifications) are not in the manual, the Owner must request them to be
provided by the manufacturer in writing. Obtalning internet generic tightening specifications for the particular
bolt and nut diameter and material specifications is not acceptable since the information provided would
more than likely not be relevant to amusement rides, but rather to more common applications such as in
building structures or bridges. Tightening specifications for bolted connections in mobile amusement rides in
particular, must be reduced to account for the frequent assembly and disassembly inherent fo their
operation. Following are some guidelines:

1. It is recommended to annually replace all bolts and nuts in set-up connections (assembled at
each set-up). Chance requires such annual replacement of set-up bolts and nuts, as well as
replacement of bolts and nuts in permanently assembled connections every five years. Such
practice is cost effective compared to other routes (e.g. NDT) and would manifest the highest
level of "due diligence”.

2. Al tightening shall be done using a recently calibrated torque wrench. Al torque wrenches
must be sent for calibration at the end of every season.
3. Train employees to visually examine each bolt and nut before installation. Over-fightening

results in bolt elongation (increased thread pitch). In case of repetitive over-tightening, cracks
could develop in the underside of the bolt head, at the interface between the boit head and
shank. Nuis could crack and loosen. [f this happens, it would be easy to remove the bolt by
hand and it would be practically useless in a friction connection.

Welded Connections, weiding repairs, and NDT:

1. Welding Processes, such as Shielded Metal Arc Welding (SMAW), Submerged Arc Welding
(SAW),.. efc, shall be as provided/approved by the Designer or Manufacturer. Except for
Pre-qualified Welding Processes conforming to Section 3 of the ANSI/AWS D1.1, Weiding
Processes for repairs may be qualified through documented WPS testing in conformance
with Section 4 of ANSIAWS D11, in coordination with the manufacturer.

2, Weld repairs must be made according a Welding Process and Weld Procedure
Specifications (WPSs) provided/approved by the Designer/Manufacturer. The repair must
only be made by welders certified to perform such welding process and WPS. Except for
Pre-qualified WPSs, conforming to the requirements of Section 3 of the ANSKHAWS D1.1
(most recent edition), Welding Procedure Specifications for repairs may be qualified through
documented WPS testing in conformance with Section 4 of the ANSHAWS D1.1 Section 4.

3 All documentation of weld repairs must be kept In the Ride File Jacket, including the
specifications of the welding procedure and the welding process, and the name of the
Certified Welder. Weld documentation must indicate that the welder is certifled to perform
the welding process and procedure specified for the connection or repair. Any welded
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connection or repair known to have been performed without proper license must pass a
None Destructive Testing (NDT) by a licensed NDT technician, or otherwise be ground out
and re-welded.

4. Please train the operators to check for hair cracks and o observe telliales of cracking, such
as apparent lines of corrosion, in both weld and parent metal (particularly at weld toes and
sharp cormers in other than circular holes).

5. Please remind your NDT company (whenever applicable) fo conduct all visual NDT required
to be done by a Manufacturer's bulletin. All other visual NDT not required by buitetin may be
performed by the Owner or his/her representative.

Wire Ropes:

Please replace wire ropes according to the ride manufacturer specified replacement criteria, or according to
the wire rope manufacturer replacement criteria, or according {o an approved standard replacement criteria
in the absence of more specific guidance from the ride manufacturer or the wire rope manufacturer. For
instance, According to the ASME and AANSI standards governing wire ropes used in many applications, a
replacement criterion based on individual wire breaks reguires the wire rope o be replaced when a
maximum specified number of wires in one sfrand over one lay, or in all strands over one lay, are exceeded
{e.g. 3 wires in one strand over one lay or 6 wires in all sirands over one lay). Other replacement criteria
based on ali other kinds of damage/defects (in addition to wire breaks) must alsc be followed. Wire Ropes
must be maintained in good condition, free from kinks and breaks/defects, and must be properly terminated
{looped, saddled and tightened).

Routine Maintenance Documentation:

All maintenance required by Manuals must be performed in a timely manner, and must be documented. The
State of Rhode Island will accept maintenance forms/logs from other states. The ride’s name and serial
number must be indicated on all its maintenance logs. The maintenance work (including but not limited to
greasing, replacement, painting, etc), must be accurately described and specified by date, location within the
ride, and signature or initial of the maintenance mechanic who performed the maintenance.

Unusual noises during operation:

An unusual sound is the first hint of & mechanical problem. Therefore, Owners must {rain operators to
become familiar with the normal sound of each ride they operate {mainly the sound of the motor, along with
the normal sound of all other moving parts). They must be trained to stop the ride upon hearing any
unfamiliar sound, and not to operate the ride again until the source of the problem is spotted, identified and
eliminated. Rattling sounds, for instance, must be recognized as an indication that the ride is being
subjected to potentially damaging impact. Repetitive impact (or energy) loading reduces the useful life of
paris, because it is normally associated with much higher than the worst normal service stresses.
Therefore, if the ride rattles during operation, the root cause of rattling must be identified and eliminated.

Painting:

Before painting any ride, please notify the State or Annual Ingpector to allow for inspection prior to painting
(if necessary). Painting may inadvertently cover defects that could otherwise be easier to identify.

Useful Inspection Tools:

To buy Ultrasonic tools for checking the wall thickness of enclosed members (e.g. tubular steel or pipes), visit:

To lock inside enclosed space e.g. of tubular steel members or inside the fiberglass encasement of steel
members, the State recommends that you buy one of the useful gadgets available in the market, generally
called "bore scopes” or "spy sticks®. For more information please call: 1-201.488-8989, or log onto:

Trackless Trains Rules:

Under the Rl law, all amusement rides must be fenced. In the case of a Trackless Train, surrounding the ride
with fence sections may not be practical. However, the intent of the law regarding ride access control must be
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satisfied. Therefore Trackless frains must not be allowed to roam about and freely mingle with vehicuiar and
pedestrian fraffic. The following instructions regarding access control and other rules of operation must be
followed:

1. Please delineate the area of operation by cones, caution tape, or a combination of those and any
other appropriate measures. In addition, please provide as much signage as practical to inform the
public about the delineated area of operation and to warn them against trespassing it.

2. Please establish a loading/disembarking area where children may line up o hand the operator a ficket
and hoard the ride.

3. The area of operafion must be practically level, free from pot holes and steep slopes.

4. Beside the operator driving the Trackless Train, another operator is required fo follow the ride in order
to protect the public from coming in contact with the ride. Operators must particularly watch for
chifdren running near the area of operation.

Go-Kart Tracks:

1. The State of Rhode Island requires ali Go-Kart Tracks to be equipped with a remote control idling
systerm. The purpose of the system is to make it possible for the Operator to remotely set the
engine of any Kart fo “idle mode” if such action becomes necessary for the safety of riders.

2. Please refer o ASTM-F24 Standard F-2007 (most current edition), for all safety requirements,
including but not limited to: fire safely requirements, containment system design and
maintenance reguirements as well as Kart design and maintehance requirements. Please also
refer to ASTM-F-24 Standard F-2007 (most current edition) regarding the Manufacturer's
responsibility fo provide Owners with maintenance instructions on safety maintenance
procedures such as whee! nut torque values, proper grade and torgue value or fightening
instructions on ali fasteners, brake adjustments and service, tire inflation pressure, tire wear
limits, steering inkage adjustment and service, chassis lubrication points, .. efc.

3. Before putting any Katt in service, the gas tank cover (equipped with a ball valve) must be fested
for leakage. To test the gas tank cover, please perform both of the following two tests:

a) Shake the cover next to your ear o listen to the ball raftling inside the valve and ensure it is
moving freely.

b} Fill a stand-by tank with water, cover i with the tank cover being tested, and turn it upside
down. If leakage is observed, promptly discard the leaky tank cover and replace it with a
new tank cover purchased from the manufacturer.

Euro-Bungee Jump and Rock Climbing Devices:

1. Piease note that the manufacturer's reguirements regarding the replacement of suspension
systems shall be followed to the letter. If the manufacturer requires that cables andfor other
suspension system components, including buf not limited to rubber ropes and carabineers, to be
replaced annually, the ride file must show that the suspension system component(s) in question
was purchased within one year. If the suspension system components are required to be replaced
after certain number of hours of operation, an operation log documenting the hours of operation
must be in the ride file to make it possible for inspectors to verify compliance,

2. Owners of Rock climbing devices are advised of the CPSC Recall Alert (dated June 3, 2005) as
well as MSA Announcement (dated April 13, 2005) regarding the recall of some MSA manufactured
Redpeint and Aute-Belay Descenders. The recalled products have a fauity bearing that can cause
the brakes to fail. When this occurs, climbers risk rapid descent with no braking capability.

Owners are required io stop using the Descenders immediately and contact MSA to schedule a
free repairfreplacement of the product.

3. According to “News from CPSC” (Release #07-100) some Petzl America faulty Carabineers were
subject to recall. |f you have Petzl America Carabineers please contact Pefzl America to verify
whether your Carabineers’' Serial Numbers are subject to recall, and immediately replace all such
Carabineers.

4, Operators of Euro-Bungee Jumps must have a scale ready for use by patrons immediately upon
thelr entry to the ride. The Operator must be trained to assign patrons to the station having a
suspension system appropriate for their weight, according to the manual.
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Reminders:

Chance introduced two "landmark” requirements regarding thelr Giant Gondola Wheel Mode! 400. The first
is a "No single rider” requirement, and the second is a requirement that a parent, guardian or supervisor
must accompany children, as well as developmentally impaired individuals regardless of height (doing away
with the age old 42" height criterion). The State of Rhode Island expects Chance Giant Whee! Mode! 400
owners to follow those requirements scrupuiously.

Conflict Resolution:

Disagreements on technical issues will be noted by the State Inspector but should not be a cause for disruption
of the safety inspection; neither should any Owner expect immediate resolution in the field for all disputes. The
state inspection fime is very valuable and must be devoted to the physical work of Safety Inspection only.
Submit your position on any disputed issue(s), as well as any proposals or questions you may have, in writing,
to the office of the Building Commission. The State will provide Owners with a written response fo settle the
issues thus presented. Issues that require a consultation from the Advisory Committee or the Attorney
General's Office will naturally require longer time fo settle. Please also see the Building Commissioner’s letter
dated July 5, 2005, regarding State Policy in that regard.

Annual Announcement function as Interim Requlations:

As of the date of this announcement, the Governor's Office has not re-appointed members of the Advisory
Commitiee. There are no provisions in the law to allow members to continue to serve until re-appointed or
new appeintments are made. Until such time as the Advisory Commitiee is re-instifuted, efforts to create
and promuigate Amusement Ride Regulations under the authority of the Amusement Ride Safety Act
cannot be finalized. In the absence of such Regulations, Owners are advised fo treat the requirements set
forth in an Announcement signed by the State Building Commissioner as having the same effect and
authority as Regulations enacted under the law. Owners who wish to appeal for relief from any of the
requirements set forth in a State Building Commissioner's Annual Announcement must submit a written
request for a hearing to the Building Commissioner. |f the relief is granted, Owners will receive a letter, or
an e-mail notification, specifying a conditional relisf or a revocation of the requirement. Al requirements
must be followed until a letter, an e-mail, or web announcement granting a conditional relief from the
requirement or revoking it is made available to all Qwners.

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PROCEDURES AND DOCUMENTATION

Often time an unusual sound Is the first hint of a mechanical problem. Therefore, you must train your Operators
to listen to and memorize the normal sound of each ride they operate. This way they will stop the ride upon
hearing & sound not associated with normal operation. .

Submit to the state a copy of ride operator training documentation {(properly executed form $BC-34.1-13) for
each registered mechanical ride or device before the start of the season. Also, any time a ride or device is
leased without a trained operator for either public or private use an operator training affidavit must be executed
and faxed to the State, along with & copy of the lease agreement, before starting the operation of the ride or
device,

Operators must strictly enforce the posted latest minimum height limitation specified by the manufacturer for
both major rides and kiddie rides. This requirement is paramount for safety and must be strictly adhered to.
Regarding rides that subject passengers to severe centrifugal forces, including but not limited to the Sizzler, the
Scrambler and the Octopus, a sign must be posted instructing heavier riders to occupy the outer seats.
Operators are expected o request that passengers be re-seated accordingly.

A "No Single Rider In a Tub" policy Is strongly recommended for ali adult rides that subject riders to a
centrifugal force or any other type of inertia forces (sometimes called G-forces).

In the case of ride classes as specified in "4" and "5" above, a sign must be posted to warn passengers with
health problems against the use of the rides. Operators must use discretion 1o warn passengers who appear to
be physically unfit to endure the effects of using the rides. In some cases, with the approval of the owner,
visibly unfit passengers may be denied access to the ride,

As part of each carnival set up, establish a centrat area for providing first aid and injury management, known to
all organization personnel.

Daily inspection must be documented. Daily inspection documentation may be checked as part of the set up
inspection and during unscheduled inspections,

Ride manuals must be available during set up inspection and at ail times for reference.

Copies of daily inspection reporis for any ride involved in an incident must be kept in a special incident file untl
closure of the incident,

Sweeps of the Hampton rides are required by the manufacturer to be covered by the provided fire resistant
canvas. Please always install the canvas as instructed by the manufacturer, immediately after the conclusion of
the state inspection.

Please ensure that disassembled (strip down) inspection is done whenever necessary during the annual
mnspection. Hidden steel was often found rotten, especially in areas where rain watler collects due to fack of
weep holes. Therefore it is required to expose ail connections for annual inspection, even if some disassembly
must be performed in order 10 make it possible for ali connections to be properly inspected.

Ali maintenance work required by the manual must be performed and documented.

Steam clean parts or use wire brush if necessary to prepare for NDT to avoid having the NDT personnel
petform the cleaning at your expense.

Request MSDS sheefs on any substance you buy {e.g. paints .. efc}).

According to OSHA reguiations, records must be kept for 5 years.

it is recommended to invite OSHA to inspect your operation. This is a free program, from which you will come
away with useful tips that may lead to enhanced safety.
